This certification will allow you to bid on services and contracts for the 
City of Bridgeport as a MBE or WMBE..  
 
Your certification also includes membership with the Southern Connecticut Black Chamber of Commerce. You will 
have access to free educational seminars, discounts to expos and special events. Your company will be listed as a 
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Standard Certification $75.00: Completed within 14 days after all required documents have been submitted.. 
 
Expedited Certification $100.00: Completed with in 48 hours after all required documents have been submitted. 
Payments for expedited certifications can be made by Money Order only. No checks will be accepted. 
 
Provisional Certification $100: For new business that do not have a tax return from the previous year. This certifi-
cation is only valid for one year, and cannot be renewed without a tax return. This certification is subject to board 
review and extensive reference checks. 
 
In order to insure that your certification process is completed in a timely manner, please observe the following. 

No certification will be issued until all the required documents have been filed and reviewed. 
No certification will be issued until full payment of $75 for regular certifications or $100 for expedited certifica-
tions has been received.  
No certification will be issued until checks written for payment have cleared SCBCC accounts.  
No certification will be issued if the business does not have a valid filing with The office of the Secretary of 
State or a Trade Name certificate from the City of Bridgeport. 
No certification will be issued until references listed on the application are verified by SCBCC. Reference 
checks include site visits and phone calls.
